The justification and relevance or pertinence of the contributions to be presented should be broadly outlined. The abstract should be sent as an attachment in Word following this format. The number of "keywords" is between 3 and 5 words. With regard to the "thematic line", the number and text of the thematic line should be indicated and, if applicable, the area should be specified. Finally, on the "SDGs", a minimum of three should be indicated in the order of greatest to least importance, for example: 7, 3, 15. All these data will be written after the abstract.
